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"' . . . .  why do you worry? What good would it do you if I told you 
she is indeed a saint? I cannot make saints, nor can the Pope. We 
c.;an only recognize saints when the plainest evidence shows them to be 
saintly. If you think her a saint, she is a saint to you. What more do 
you ask? That is what we call the reality of the soul; yr.u are foolish 
to demand the agreement of the work as well. . . .  ' 

"' But it is the m..iracles that concern m�.. What you say takes no 
account of the m..iracles.' 

"'Oh, m..iracles! they happei', everywhe10. They are conditional. . 
. Miracles are things that people cannot explain . . .  Miracles depend 
much on time, and place, and what we; know �.'.ld do not know . . .  
. Life is too great a miracle for us to make so much fuss about petty 
little reversals of what we pompously assume to be the natural order . .  
. .  Who is she? That is what you must discover . . . .  and you must 
find your answer in the psychological truth, not ir; objective truth . . .  
. And while you are searching, get on with your own life and accept 
the possibility that it may be purcha.sed at the price of hers and that 
this may be God's plan for you and her.'"
