Prior to coming to 
Birmingham, he was on the faculty of Auburn University and was a former director 
of the Professional Actor Training Program at the Alabama Shakespeare Festival 
where he acted and directed with the professional company. He is a member of 
Actors' Equity Association and an inactive member of the Society of Stage 
Directors and Choreographers. Will has served on the faculties of Ohio Univer­
sity, the University of Colorado, and the University of Washington. He is the Ar­
tistic Director of The 13th Street Ensemble and last summer directed Oleanna 
and 
performed the role of Lloyd in Noises Off in the company's first season. 

Ed Zuckerman+ (Scenic Design) Technical Director/ Scene and Light Designer 
MF A- Wayne State University. Ed has held previous teaching positions at Bowling 
Green State Univ., Auburn Univ. and UNC-Charlotte. Professional design credits
